The subject matter of Hebrews 
pulls from and incorporates prophecy directly, speaking directly of Israel and alluding to 
eschatology pertaining to them. The essence of prophecy is that something was spoken and 
revealed—this is the antithesis of mystery which demands that something was concealed.
